Press release of International Workshop on dairy science Park

A three days International Workshop on Diary Science Park, November 21-23, is in progress at Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Agricultural University Peshawar. Based on these recommendations a comprehensive work plan will be developed for the development of dairy industry.
